Valerie Joy Wynn, age 69 of Nashville, Tennessee, passed away Saturday,
December 5, 2020 after a courageous four-year battle with ovarian cancer.

She came to our city as a young woman to attend Tennessee State University
where she graduated with honors and a MS in Psychology. She stayed and
dedicated herself to the citizens of Nashville and to serve victims of domestic
and sexual violence. After several years as a Metropolitan Police Department
Crisis Counselor in the Domestic Violence Division she left and founded the
Mary Parrish Center for Victims of Domestic and Sexual Violence transitional
housing program. Valerie served as the executive director for fourteen years
and during that time she gave aid and comfort to over 8,000 survivors of
domestic violence, sexual assault, stalking and child abuse. In addition to her
loving care of Nashville, she also served as a consultant and lecturer to the
US State Department. Fighting for and expanding the civil rights of women
she worked with governments, communities and advocates in China, Turkey,
Cyprus, Mauritius, Brazil, Micronesia. Moldova, the Republic of Georgia,
Namibia, and Ghana. Her legacy will be in the many lives she saved and the
love, laughter and light she gave to her family and friends.

Valerie was preceded in death by her parents, Hannah and John Cochuvella,



and sister Janet Marinelli. She is survived by her brother Johnny Cochuvella,
her husband Lt. Mark Wynn (ret) of Nashville and her beloved friend Laura
Markward of Ann Arbor, Michigan.
